They use
qualitative methods,
such as in-depth
interviews, field notes,
and audio-visual
recordings, to
understand the social
interactions and
perspectives of a group
from an insider’s point of
view.

The Skills for Life website helps you to see what your training options
are. Simply enter your age and the qualification level you’d like to
explore to see what course options may be suitable for you. GCSEs
are a Level 2 qualification and if you achieve a grade four or above in
5 subjects or more, then you would be looking to study at Level 3 at
the end of Year 11. If you are more likely to achieve grades 1-3 in
your GCSEs, then you would be looking at level 1 or 2 options for the
end of Year 11.
